| kept writing my summary of the gospel over and over, making
it more compressed.

When | got it down to about a half a page, | taped it to my
dashboard and drove around reading it for about a month.

| realized | could say it differently, with fewer words, and went
back to work re-writing it.

| think what | was looking for was something | could chant. |
was looking to create a Christian core mantra for myself. | had
attended a Sikh service where they chanted and sang the
verses of their scripture. There was a power and effectiveness
to reciting teachings like that. | wanted that for my faith.

| worked on this throughout my days and nights of the last few
months. It was like a background project in the midst of my
other work. When another way of saying it came to mind, |
stopped where | was, and wrote it down. Sometimes this was
in the car at a red light. Sometimes | pulled the car over.
When | was walking, | stopped right where | was, pulled out my
notepad, and wrote it down. The project was healing to my
soul.

Over the last few years | have been attending and reading
about congregational vitality, Christian Education, church
growth technique, radical hospitality, and mission. This was all
for the good of the gospel. But exactly what we meant when
we said "the gospel" was assumed to be clear and shared.

In fact it is neither clear nor shared. People have radically
different views on exactly what the gospel is. For some it is
getting from earth to heaven. For others it is bringing heaven to
earth. For some it is mostly about belief content. For others it is
about living service. For some it is about personal loyalty and
purity. For others it is social justice.
About a week ago this chant was birthed. | have been
practicing it throughout my days and nights. | sing it aloud in
the car, and chant it within while shopping. It is like background
music for my life.
This is my understanding of the gospel.

God loves us and accepts us all,

And calls us to justice and compassion.

Like Jesus, we give ourselves to God,

And labor for the healing of the world.

If you like this and want to hear it as a chant, come see me,
and | will teach it to you.

PARK CHURCH PRESENTED
THE TOM PATON AWARD

The Tom Paton Award was established in 1979 by the Ohio
Conference Task Force on Ministries for and with Persons with
Disabilities to honor the man who inspired and helped direct
Conference efforts to reach out and serve people with
disabilities.

Rev. Paton, a Board for World Ministriissionary to Japan,
who served as a resident missionary in the Ohio Conference in
1977-78, was a strong advocate for inclusiveness for all
persons and all conditions of life. The Task Force, formed in
1979, organized an International Gathering on Ministries with
Persons with Disabilitieswas held at Pilgrim Hills in July,
1980. Persons from seven countries, both with and without
visible disabilities, participated in this event. Tom Paton
traveled to Ohio from Japan to co-direct the gathering with
Robert Ruck, chair of the Task Force.

The Task Force also asked the Ohio Conference to establish
yearly awards for churches and Ohio UCC-related
organizations which had done the most during the past year to
make their building physically accessible, to make their
congregations inclusive and welcoming, and who were
committed to be advocates for persons with disabilities in their
communities. The award was named in honor of Tom Paton,
and the first award was presented to Avon Lake United Church
of Christ in 1979.

This year, at the Ohio Conference Annual Gathering at
Heidleberg University in Tiffin, Ohio, June 11-12, Park Church
was presented with the 2010 Tom Paton Award in recognition
and appreciation of inclusive ministries with persons with
disabilities. Credit for this award must begin with the faith and
courage of Maggie Maher, who did not quit her ministry in the
face of her paralyzing accident. Then credit must be given to
the gracious and patient partnership of the people of Park
Church, who continued to support and assist Maggie in her
new condition.

We hope and pray that our congregation will do
everything possible to make the safety, honesty, and respect
of the realm of God accessible to all.

Families with children make up almost one third of the

homeless population. In fact, a growing number of WORKING

people are homeless.

These people need more than a place to stay. They need
services to help cope.

The explosion of homelessness has surpassed the ability of
local governments and charities to deal with the problems. It
will take all sectors of society to play a role in solving it
together.
